Read a group; deal with power issues.

Presentation Skills
Increase your congruency. Includes:

Systematic use of non-verbals.
In-house vs. public meeting skills.
How to get an “agreement frame,” increasing relevance.
Understanding the interplay of content, process, and permission.
Recognizing and increasing receptivity.
How not to get shot. Handling attacks.

Yearly, one of them is 
emphasized more than the others. For 2021, Presentation Skills will be the focus.

Charismatic Leadership

relationships you want.

Identify and incorporate traits of charismatic leaders.
